He asked
Isalah to pray for God's help.

Isalah said that Messiah would be great and do
great things. God also told Isaiah to tell the people
that Messiah would suffer and be put to death.
Isaiah might have wondered how Messiah could be
great and powerful and also weak
and Iinjured. But lsaiah didn't
argue with God - he just
repeated what God told him
to say. God would make sure
His prophecy came true.




Messiah was coming — not just for the Jewish
people. God told Isaiah that Messiah would be “a
light to the Gentiles”. Gentiles are all the people In
the world who are not Jews. God loves everybody
and His Messiah would come to bless everyone and
to bring salvation to the ends of the earth.
